Perkins Passes the House

Yesterday, the U.S. House of Representatives voted unanimously on the passage of H.R. 2352, the Strengthening
Career and Technical Education for the 21st Century Act, which would reauthorize the Carl D. Perkins Career and
Technical Education Act. Among other things, the bill gives more control to states in determining the funding
mechanisms and accountability for career and technical institutions in their territory, including community colleges,
juvenile centers, career and technical centers, and high school CTE programs. Additionally, the bill authorizes the
appropriation of around $7 billion in Perkins dollars over the next five years. National FFA is proud to support today's
passage of Perkins as it sends a strong message to agriculture students that their agricultural education journeys
matter. We look forward to the Senate taking swift action on Perkins in the coming months and urge them to show
their support for CTE students everywhere.
